CITING SOURCES
The citation process involves two parts. 
· The reference list (aka bibliography), which is located at the end of your paper.
· In-text citations are mini-citations that occur within the body of your paper, either as parenthetical notes or as footnotes at the bottom of the page. 
· For every in-text citation, there must be a corresponding entry in your reference list.
